Item 1: Welcome and Apologies 

1. Apologies were noted from Cllr Anthony Hunt (Torfaen), Cllr James Gibson-Watt
(Powys) and Cllr Sean Morgan (Caerphilly)

Item 2: Minutes of Executive Board 28th October 2022 

2. These were approved as a true and accurate record.



Item 3: WLGA Leader’s Update 

3. Cllr Morgan noted he attended a meeting about the offer to Ukrainian refugees. The
amount is to be reduced from 10k to circa 5k from January and there is also no
money for any Ukrainians after they have been here for one year. The Leader
suggested writing from the WLGA alongside COSLA as the need for support in
schools will last way past 12 months.

4. Resolved that:

4.1 A joint letter with CoSLA be written to the UK government

. 
Item 4: Local Government Settlement 2023-24 (Oral update) 

5. Cllr Andrew Morgan introduced this item in the absence of Cllr Hunt, commenting
the outcome was about as good as could realistically have been hoped for. Cllr
Morgan noted details are needed on the revenue grants as soon as possible and
informed the meeting that Ministers are very keen to avoid any double digit
increases in Council Tax, but are also not expecting Council Tax to be frozen. Cllr
Morgan added that year 2 in particular is going to be exceptionally difficult.

6. Cllr Morgan stated the lobbying around education and social services seems to
have made a difference, adding that those conversations are needed and the way
we inform Ministers directly rather than officials is something he feels we need to
continue. Cllr Llinos Medi agreed it was a better settlement than hoped for, but
wanted to make it clear that 2023-24 is likely to be easier than 2024-25 and it may
be easier to make difficult decisions this coming financial year to make things easier
for the following one.

7. There was widespread thanks for the roles played by Cllrs Hunt and Morgan in their
effective lobbying of Ministers, but concern was expressed by a number of Leaders
regarding the fairness or otherwise of the funding formula. Views were expressed
that the formula could be reformed to give greater prominence to poverty, with the
acceptance that as with any formula changes, there will be some who miss out a lot
alongside those who gain.

8. Cllr Morgan expressed support for the proposal that the formula could be
considered by the WLGA’s Finance Sub Group (without Ministers), noting that it
may be appropriate to consider some of the drivers rather than a full review, with
agreement that any changes would need to be phased in over a few years. Cllr
Morgan urged caution as it might be necessary to commission someone to scope
any review and set out implications including whether a review is required, and if it should
be a partial review or a full review?

9. Jon Rae commented that Treasurers have already started looking at the medium
term and are interested in working with Wales Fiscal Analysis on 2025-26 onwards.
Adding to Cllr Morgan’s comments, he noted that should a fundamental review of
the formula be undertaken, it would require a process of four or five years. He noted
the Minister did commit to updating the census data which should also assist with
the deprivation data.



 
10. Resolved that: 

 
10.1. The WLGA’s Finance Group consider a review of the formula, including 
the drivers within the formula. 

 
 
 
Item 5: Welsh Government Consultation on Business Rates 
 

11. Cllr Rob Stewart introduced the paper and summarised the key points. There was a 
consensus of agreement to the recommendations, though Cllr Medi stated a 
concern about the capacity of the Valuations Office Agency and LAs to handle the 
additional workload, wondering if this could be added into the response. Cllr Stewart 
confirmed that if it cannot go in the letter, the concern will certainly be raised 
elsewhere. 
 

12. Resolved that: 
 
12.1 All agreed with the recommendations within the report. 

 
 

 
Item 6: Welsh Government Consultation on a Tourism Levy 
 

13. The paper was introduced by Cllr Rob Stewart and a wide variety of views were 
expressed.  

 
14. Cllr Siencyn stated that there is a cost to tourism in maintaining infrastructure and a 

tourism levy could be positive for the industry to improve the resources for guests. 
Cllr Pritchard, however, stated that he does not agree with a tourist tax in principle 
as he feels it would prevent a lot of people from coming to Wales. 

 
15. Agreement was reached, however, that even if the principle were supported by the 

majority, a tourism levy was a power and no local authority would have to introduce 
it if they did not wish to. Cllr Stewart noted he would rather have the opportunity to 
consult and introduce it at a later date if needed following discussion with 
professionals, adding that if introduced, then we have the ability to introduce it at a 
later date if individual authorities choose to do so. 

 
16. Cllr Morgan commented he respects the view there are 22 democratically elected 

people here, and we should reflect the fact that there is a majority view, whilst also 
giving voice to the minority.  
 

17. Resolved that: 
 
17.1  This be supported, but the difference in views should be fully reflected 
in the response 

 
 
 



Item 7: WLGA Transition & Recovery Support Programme 

18. Cllr Morgan introduced the paper as spokesperson on climate change. Cllr
Pritchard supported the aims of the report but raised concerns over potential cost
implications. Cllr Medi noted she was in support of what is in the paper, but has
concerns about   the procurement implications in rural areas, especially for small
and micro-businesses who may not bid for work and/or may struggle to meet
requirements.  Therefore, more thought may need to be given to where the
thresholds are set. Cllr Medi reiterated there is no disagreement with the ideas,
merely the practicalities.

19. Tim Peppin commented there will be a need to work with and support local
suppliers so they are able to meet the specifications going forward, thereby
reducing the likelihood of work going to suppliers from outside the area.

20. Resolved that:

20.1  The possibility of Business Wales support for local suppliers to be
raised with Welsh Government

20.2  The recommendations of the report are agreed.

Item 8: Electoral Administration and Reform White Paper 

21. Daniel Hurford noted this is a detailed, technical report which closes on the 10th

January so time for reflection is limited with Christmas and new year.

22. Cllr Morgan stated if a Councillor is elected to an MS or an MP, his local group feels
quite strongly they should step down. At present there is a restriction on MSs that
they have to step down in 12 months, but their view is if you were elected, you
should step down from your Councillor position as soon as elected.

23. Cllr Mudd emphasised her support in relation to parachute payments, commenting
that people who lose their seats after committed service should have financial
protection..

24. Resolved that:

24.1 The report recommendations were agreed.

Item 9: Local Government Services Pay Update CONFIDENTIAL 

25. Chris Llewelyn introduced the paper in Cllr Hunt’s absence and no comments or
issues were raised



Item 10: Joint Council for Wales Update 

26. Chris Llewelyn introduced the paper in Cllr Hunt’s absence, noting that Cllr Hunt
had agreed to raise awareness of the issues among leaders. Chris confirmed that
Annex 1 was a paper submitted by the GMB about their concerns of 3rd party
providers in delivering apprenticeships schemes.

27. No comments or issues were raised and the paper was duly noted.

Item 11: WLGA Budget 2023-24 

28. Chris Llewelyn introduced the paper in Cllr Anthony Hunt’s absence, commenting
the budget was discussed at the Management Sub Committee last week. He
highlighted that one of the features is there is much greater involvement from
members in the WLGA’s day to day work, though it has always endeavoured to be
a member-led association.

29. Jon Rae highlighted the fact the WLGA are actively looking at options for other
organisations to utilise the space as we are under capacity. He also mentioned the
translation contract with Conwy and the IT contract with Cardiff which needs to be
looked at by the end of the year.

30. Cllr Stephen Hunt commented that as a new member he recognises the important
work the WLGA does. However, it needs to be pointed out there is a rise in
Community Safety and possible members allowance rises, so whilst supporting the
recommendations, he queried how this would look in the public’s view.

31. Resolved that:

31.1 The report was approved.

Item 12: Any Other Business 

32. Cllr Medi highlighted a new Future Generations Commissioner has been appointed,
stating we should write to welcome him and let him know the very real pressures
local authorities are facing.
